CAMPING – BASIC PACKING TIPS

Our Cub Scout outings are short, so packing is pretty easy. Anyone who has camped before doesn’t need this, but it helps to raise the comfort level for first time campers.

A) Sleeping and Shelter

· tent

· tarp to put under the tent

· foam or air filled sleeping pad

· sleeping bag (if it isn’t too cold, a couple of blankets to use to make a bed roll works too)

· a pillow (optional)

B) Clothing and Comfort
· it’s only one or two nights, so a change of clothes or two

· jacket or rain gear (unless you are very confident about the weather)

· folding or camp chairs

· flashlight and/or a lantern

C) Food

· a cooler with sufficient drinks

· drinking water

· snacks

· marshmallows, chocolate, graham crackers (all optional—but good)

D) Other Stuff

· extra batteries

· garbage bags

· string/rope/twine

· card table or camping table

· pocket knife (for Mom or Dad for the younger Scouts)

· cards

· ideas for skits, songs, jokes

· simple activity items (a frisbee or football to throw around,  ropes to learn knots, tree/leaf/insect/rock identification books you might have, etc.)

· fishing gear

· towel and washcloth
